	Text3: Doors and doorways:

Doors and doorways that are part of an accessible route shall comply with Section 404.

Manual doors and doorways, and manual gates, including ticket gates, shall comply with Section 404.2.
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	Text12: Doorways without doors or gates that are less than 36" in width shall have maneuvering clearances complying with Table 404.2.3.4.
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	Text15: Thresholds at doorways shall be 1/2" maximum in height.  Raised thresholds and changes in level at doorways shall comply with Sections 302 and 303.

Distance between two hinged or pivoted doors or gates in series shall be 48" minimum plus the width of any door or gate swinging into the space.  The space between the doors and gates shall provide a turning space.
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	Text18: Handles, pulls, latches, locks and other operable parts on doors and gates shall have a shape that is easy to grasp with one hand and does not require tight grasping, pinching or twisting of the wrist to operate.

Operable parts of such hardware shall be 34" minimum and 48" maximum above the floor.  Where sliding doors are in the fully open position, operating hardware shall be exposed and usable from both sides.

Door and gate closers shall be adjusted so that from an open position of 90 degrees, the time required to move the door or gate to an open position of 12 degrees shall be 5 seconds minimum.

Door and gate spring hinges shall be adjusted so that from an open position of 70 degrees, the door or gate shall move to the closed position in 1.5 seconds minimum.

Fire doors and doors or gates required to be equipped with panic hardware, break away features or other factors requiring higher opening force for safety reasons shall have the minimum opening force allowable in scoping provisions adopted by the appropriate administrative authority. 
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
